We are pleased to issue the CASL as a means to increase competition and promote Small

Business opportunities in our programs.  Our goals are to maintain a high state of readiness

and to maximize the return on the taxpayers’ dollars by broadening the industrial base.  The 

CASL database serves as an easily accessible source of projected acquisition information for 

both federal personnel and public use.  The database’s intent is to list all projections, including 

sole source, limited competitive, and full and open. Actual procurements may vary due to changes in 

requirements.  The quantities may not be firm and can vary in either direction depending on 

the Army’s needs.  The information contained in the CASL listings is subject to modification

and is in no way binding on the Government.  More specific information relating to any

individual item or class of items will not be furnished until the proposed action is synopsized

through the Government Point of Entry (GPE) or the solicitation is issued on FedBizOpps.

a.  Spare/Repair Parts Projections – Aviation & Missile – Reflects requirements covering


     3 out-years


b.  Maintenance & Overhaul (M&O) and Repair/Rebuild (R/R) Projections – 
     Aviation & Missile – Reflects requirements covering 5 out-years


c.  Major Items/Services Projections – Aviation & Missile – Includes Corpus Christi Army

     Depot (CCAD) and Letterkenny Army Depot (LEAD) - Reflects requirements covering 
     up to 5 out-years


d.  Critical Safety Items (CSIs) List  (formerly known as Flight Safety Parts (FSPs) – 

     Aviation only

e.  Spiral Bevel Gear List – Aviation only

2.  Column Headings for:

a.   Spare/Repair Parts Projections:  This listing is automatically updated on a 

quarterly basis, reflecting the date of the most recent version.  Please note that these listings 
have a six-week delay in updating from the end of the quarter.  For example, the 
March 2011 version will not be reflected until mid-May 2011 and so on.  No points of 
contact have been identified at this time for these projections – any questions may be addressed 
to this office.  This listing will automatically appear in National Stock Number (NSN) sequence.  
This listing contains projected requirements for Foreign Military Sales (FMS); however, these 
projections are minimal (less than 2%) in the Spare/Repair Parts arena.

Definitions:  
Spare Part = Economically repairable support items that are an integral part of the end item or 
weapon system and are coded as repairable (for example:  a tire, circuit board, 
crankshaft, or generator).   See the “Recoverability Code” column to determine if the 

item is repairable or non-repairable.
Repair Part = Consumable, non-economically repairable support items that are an integral part 
of the end item or weapon system which are coded as not repairable (for example:  
a light bulb, sparkplug, piston head, or gasket).  See the “Recoverability Code” column 

to determine if the item is repairable or non-repairable.
You can view the Top Drawing for those NSN’s that contain Distribution 
Statements “A” or “C”.  These NSN’s will be selectable.  A login-id and 
password is required to view the Top Drawing.  Per DoD Directive 
5230.24, (a) Distribution Statement A = Approved for public release; 
distribution is unlimited and (b) Distribution Statement C = Distribution 
authorized to U.S. Government Agencies and their contractors.


(1)  Weapon System Code (WSC):  This assigned 2-digit code represents 

the weapon system.  The first position identifies special or specific groups of items on a 

generic basis and the second position identifies a specific weapon system/end item or

homogeneous group of items.  The following listing reflects both “Aviation” and “Missile”

assigned WSC’s:

(3)  Army Part Number (APN):  The manufacturer’s part number, which

may or may not be an Army part number.



(4)  Noun:  The name of the item.



(5)  Manufacturer (MFG):  The CAGE Code of the previous supplier of the part.

A CAGE Code can be searched at http://www.dlis.dla.mil/CAGESearch.



(6)  Recoverability Code (RCD):  The RCD indicates the lowest maintenance
level authorized to take disposition actions on unserviceable/unrepairable support items.

(7)  Acquisition Method Reason Code (AMRC):  This code designates how 

AMCOM is currently procuring the part.  It should be noted that this code may be changed by 

AMCOM, if applicable, upon acceptance of qualified sources.  The AMRC will help you 

determine what is necessary for you to become a potential supplier of the part.  For an 

explanation of codes, see below:

FIRST POSITION:

1.  Suitable for competitive acquisition for the second or subsequent time (see Notes 1 & 2).

2.  Suitable for competitive acquisition for the first time (see Notes 1 and 2).

3.  Acquire, for the second or subsequent time, directly from the actual manufacturer.

4.  Acquire for the first time, directly from the actual manufacturer.

5.  Acquire directly from a sole source contractor, which is not the actual manufacturer.

(NOTE 1):  Potential sources may include dealers/distributors.

(NOTE 2):  If sources are limited to the prime contractor and a subcontractor, a 

                 competitive code is not assigned unless both sources are expected to compete 

                 independently for contracts for the part.

SECOND POSITION:

A - The Government's right to use data in its possession is questionable.

B – This part must be acquired from a manufacturing source(s) specified on a source

     control or selected item drawing. 

C - This part requires engineering source approval by the design control activity in order to 

     maintain the quality of the part.  An alternate source must qualify in accordance with 

     the design control activity’s procedures.

D - The data needed to procure this part competitively is not physically available, it cannot

     be obtained economically, nor is it possible to draft adequate specifications or any other

     adequate, economical description of the material for a competitive solicitation.

G - The Government has rights to the technical data, the data package is complete, and 

     there are no technical data, engineering, tooling or manufacturing restrictions.

H - The Government physically does not have in its possession sufficient, accurate, or 

     legible data to purchase this part from other than the current source(s).

K - This part must be produced from class 1 castings and similar type forgings as 

     approved (controlled) by procedures contained in the current version of 

     MIL-STD-2175.

L - The annual buy value of this part falls below the screening threshold established 

     by DoD Components and field activities.

M – Manufacture of this part requires use of master or coordinated tooling.  If only

     one set of tooling exist, it cannot be made available to another source for

     manufacture of this part.

N - Manufacture of the part requires special test and/or inspection facilities to 

     determine and maintain ultra-precision quality for its function or system integrity.

P - The rights to use the data needed to purchase this part from additional source(s) 

     is not owned by the Government and cannot be purchased, developed or 

     otherwise obtained.

Q – The Government does not have adequate data, lacks rights to data, or both

     needed to purchase this part from additional source.

R - The Government does not own the data or the rights to the data needed to 

     purchase this part from additional sources.

S – Acquisition of this item is restricted to Government approved source(s) because

     The production of this item involves unclassified but military sensitive technology.

T - Acquisition of this part is controlled by Qualified Products List (QPL) procedures.

U - The cost to the Government to breakout this part and acquire it competitively has 

     been determined to exceed the projected savings over the life span of the part.

V - This part has been designated a high reliability part under a formal reliability 

     program.

Y - The design of this part is unstable.  Engineering, manufacturing, or performance 

     characteristics indicate that the required design objectives have not been 

     achieved.  Major changes are contemplated because the part has a low process 

     yield or has demonstrated marginal performance during tests or service use. 

     These changes will render the present part obsolete and unusable in its present 

     configuration.  Limited acquisition from the present source is anticipated pending 

     configuration changes.

Z - This part is a commercial/non-developmental/off-the-shelf item.



(8)  CSI (Critical Safety Item) – “Only available on the Aviation listing”:  

If a “Y” appears in this column, the item has been identified as a CSI…  Testing
requirements are identified in the CSI listing.  The CSI SAR’s should be submitted under

Category V.



(9)  FY __ $/FY __ Qty:  The dollars reflect the total price (unit 

price x the quantity) for the specific FY.  This is the quantity AMCOM has forecasted 

to procure in the FY represented as of the date the listing was updated (quarterly).  The
unit price is based upon a representative contract, along with price and credit tables 

(which are updated annually).  The unit price includes the Latest Acquisition Cost (LAC) 
and the surcharge.  For a first time buy, the unit price is based upon a similar item.

b.  Maintenance & Overhaul (M&O) and Repair/Rebuild (R/R) Projections:  
This listing is automatically updated on a quarterly basis, reflecting the date of the most 
recent version.  These listings only reflect those requirements to be performed by the 
contractor (commercial piece) – no Depot requirements are shown here.  No points of 
contact have been identified at this time for these projections – any questions may be 
addressed to this office.  This listing will automatically appear in National Stock Number 
(NSN) sequence within the Weapon System Code (WSC) and contains Foreign Military 
Sales (FMS) requirements.  

Definition:  Maintenance = The physical act of preventing, determining, and correcting 
equipment or software faults.  It includes all actions taken to retain system/equipment/ 
product in a useful serviceable condition or to restore it to usefulness/serviceability. 
Maintenance includes inspection, fault isolation, testing, and servicing.  Overhaul = 

The restoration of an item to a completely serviceable condition as prescribed 
by maintenance serviceability standards.  Repair = The restoration of an item to 
serviceable condition through correction of a specific failure or unserviceable condition.
Rebuild = The restoration of an item to a standard as nearly as possible to its original 
condition in appearance, performance, and life expectancy.

(2)  Work Performance Category (WPC):  This is the extent of repair 

anticipated on the items listed.  An explanation of WPC codes are as follows:



A1 – Cyclic/normal overhaul/rebuild



A2 – Battle/crash damage overhaul/rebuild



A3 - RECAP



C1 – Conversion (not in conjunction with overhaul/repair)



C2 – Conversion (in conjunction with overhaul/repair)



H1 – Modification (not in conjunction with overhaul/repair)



H2 – Modification (in conjunction with overhaul/repair)



IO – Repair



KO – Manufacture/Fabrication



(3)  Manufacture (MFG) –  The CAGE Code of the previous repair source

of the part.  A CAGE Code can be searched at http://www.dlis.dla.mil/CAGESearch.



(4)  DMWR (Depot Maintenance Work Requirement) – “Only reflected

on the Aviation listing”



(5)  Basic Date:  Date of basic publication – “Only reflected on the 

Aviation listing”



(6)  Chg/Date:  Number of last change to Pub and date – “Only reflected

on the Aviation listing”



(7)  FMS – “Y” denotes this effort is in support of an FMS requirement - 

“N” represents a U.S. requirement.  NOTE:  For the Aviation listing only, the FMS 

requirements are only reflected in the first FY column – there could be FMS requirements

in the out-years, but the column would reflect a “N”.  


(8)  Unit Cost:  This is the projected unit price for the first year reflected

and is the cost to overhaul, repair, or recap one item.  The unit cost is sometimes based 

on an estimate or a negotiated cost.  It is a combination of administrative costs, repair parts,

labor, and profit.  To get the total cost for the projection, you would multiply the quantity 

times the unit cost.



(9)  FY __ Quantity:  This is the projected quantity of the AMCOM M&O 

program forecasted for the current Fiscal Year plus 4 out-years.

c.  Major Items/Services Projections:  This listing is continuously updated

by the assigned CASL user for each requiring element, with each record reflecting the 
original entry date, along with the most recent revision date.  As soon as a requirement 

becomes known, the applicable CASL user shall enter the information into the CASL 

database.  This listing includes “ALL OTHER” projected requirements (other than spare/
repair parts and M&O) along with CCAD and LEAD projected requirements and contains 
Foreign Military Sales (FMS) requirements.  Each field is self-explanatory.   If you have 
any questions concerning these projected requirements, a point of contact, along with 
their e-mail address, is reflected on each record. 

Definition:  Major end item is the final combination of end products, component parts, 

or materials that is ready for its intended use (for example:  launchers, helicopters, 
vehicles, missiles, etc.).  Services include anything other than a Major Item, Spare/

Repair Part, M&O or R/R (for example:  engineering services, technical support, grass

cutting, new equipment training, etc.).

d.  Critical Safety Items (CSIs) List (formerly known as Flight Safety

Parts (FSPs):
  This listing is automatically updated on a continuous basis.  The date 
reflected annotates the latest revision.  This listing applies only to “Aviation”.  This is only 
a listing of parts that have been identified as a CSI.  Any projections for these parts will 
be reflected in the Spare/Repair Parts Projections and/or M&O Program Projections.

Definition:  Any part, assembly, or installation containing critical characteristics whose 
failure, malfunction, or absence could cause loss of or serious damage to the aircraft 
and/or serious injury or death to the occupants.

e.  Spiral Bevel Gear List:  This listing is updated annually (during the first

quarter of the fiscal year).  The date reflected annotates the latest revision.  This 

listing applies only to “Aviation”.  This is only a listing of parts that have been identified 

as a Spiral Bevel Gear.  Any projections for these parts will be reflected in the Spare/

Repair Parts Projections.

Definition:  Bevel gears are used to change the angle or direction of drive in an engine 
or system by 90 degrees. They can be used to change direction from a shaft turning on 
a vertical axis to a shaft turning on a horizontal axis.
